There’s no fairing here — just a motorcycle
stripped to the bare essentials.

Its suspension can put even the rockiest of
roads firmly in its place: the extreme stiffness
of the Telelever at the front ensures excellent
grip and directional stability, while the Paralever
at the rear delivers a smooth ride and effortless

transmission of power to the tarmac. It absorbs
even the slightest bump in the road surface,

and is also extremely durable, requiring minimal
maintenance. The electronics are similarly
impressive. The sporty partially integral ABS
(optional), which weighs just 2.2 kilograms,
allows precise controllability and ensures full use
is made of the available braking force. And for
riders who want to feel even closer to the road,
the switchable ASC Automatic Stability Control
